WORKING BOARD MEETING MINUTES

July 7, 2010
Called to Order: At 6:04 p.m., President, Eileen Fleury called the Working Board Meeting to order on Wednesday, July 7th, 2010.

Approval of Agenda: Betsy Gross made a motion to approve the agenda. Seconded by Rob Whaley. Motion passed by 3 Ayes, 0 Nays, 0 Abstain.

Director’s Report:  Executive Director Robert Whitehouse and President Eileen Fleury led a review of the analysis they put together of the voting results from the February 2, 2010 referendum. After lengthy discussion the Board by consensus determined that at this time they will not pursue another referendum in November but continue to assess the feasibility of holding one in April, 2011. 

President Fleury reported she had discussion with Village of Hampshire President Magnussen about several topics including the possibility of holding a summit of elected officials within the township to explore possibilities of sharing resources and services to enhance the entire community.  They will discuss this idea further next month after the conclusion of the annual Hampshire Coon Creek Country Days events.

Whitehouse asked for and received clarification on the Board’s expectations of the Coon Creek Committee for use of Bruce Ream Memorial Park for the annual festival.  Whitehouse will contact Scott Almquist, President of the committee to be sure things are set up as the Board of Commissioners expect.
