August 17th, 2011

Aaron Kelly made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 15th, 2011 Board of Commissioners Meeting with adding under Treasurer’s Report that all referees will be paid directly from the park district from now on. Executive Director Robert Whitehouse directed Stephanie Weber Program Supervisor to make the to the June 15th minutes. Commissioner Betsy Gross arrived at the meeting, 6:05 p.m. Motion seconded by Arlene Larmon. Motioned passed by 5 Ayes, 0 Nays, 0 Abstain
President Greg Stebbins acknowledged the minutes from the July 20th meeting. No official meeting on July 20th due to lack of quorum. 

Treasurer’s Report: Aaron Kelly made a motion to approve the June 2011 Treasurer’s Report. Seconded by Arlene Larmon. Motion passed by 5 Ayes, 0 Nays, 0 Abstain

Eileen Fleury made a motion to approve checks at the meeting August 17th, 2011. Seconded Aaron Kelly. Motion passed by 5 Ayes, 0 Nays, 0 Abstain

Approval of Transfers: Eileen Fleury made a motion to approve a total of $141,000.00.

Director’s Report: Executive Director Robert Whitehouse reported that Park Supervisor Jim Einwich, Jason Schlieben Athletic and Safety Director, and Whitehouse met with Scott Almquist and Don Edmondson of the Coon Creek Country Days Committee  on Monday, August 8th at Bruce Ream Park to determine work to be done to repair damages at the Park form the festival. Repairs were agreed upon and the committee has hired Trees Unlimited to do repairs.  Some repairs have been worked on already such as the holes have been filled but land still needs to be rolled. The Lion’s Club Circus held a Circus at Bruce Ream Park on August 16th, left the park without any damage done to the land. Whitehouse stated the park district has not yet received the electric bill that includes electricity use at Bruce Ream that includes Coon Creek Days Festival usage. In years past the park district has paid about $300 extra for electricity use for the festival. Whitehouse would like to have a discussion at a later date about how we can avoid that cost to the park district. Whitehouse also would like to discuss the possible drainage prevention project at Bruce Ream Park that may be included in the FY13 budget. The drainage project would need to start right after the spring soccer program. Whitehouse asked would this project be done in time for Coon Creeks Days in August. Also, Whitehouse would like discuss how the Coon Creek Days damage to the park after the festival affects the park district programs and the possibility of helping the committee find a new location for the festival. Whitehouse suggests discussing a location if necessary this October.
Whitehouse spoke with Jim Del Re of Hampshire Little League on August 16th. Little League will have a work day on Saturday, August 20th at Bruce Ream Park to take their shed, bleachers, and fencing. Little league has gathered a couple of quotes from landscaping companies to dig some of the ball field mix.
The Annual Car Show took place at Seyller Park again this year. Whitehouse is grateful of how respectful the car show is to the park land. No one would know there was a big car show there, land was left picked up and everything was taken down, there are a few ruts from cars. Whitehouse received no complaints from neighbors of Seyller Park this year.
Staff Reports:

Director of Youth Education: Executive Director Whitehouse spoke on Director of Youth Education Rosemary Kesse’ behalf as Kesse could not be at the meeting. Whitehouse reported that the Little Learner program participant numbers a down some but Pre-Kindergarten will be running two full classes, while Kesse explores more revenue making ideas. Aaron Kelly suggests looking into enrollment numbers at the elementary schools preschool program. The preschool float at the Coon Creek Days Parade brought in two more preschool registrations.

Finance/Human Resources Director: Finance/ Human Resource Director Patti Prill reported she will be meeting with staff to go over the Supervisor’s Manual she has created for the park district on August 30th. Paul King canceled the scheduled audit and king will not be able to meet until the last week of August or first week of September. Prill invited the Commissioners to the annual Staff Orientation and Luncheon on September 2nd at 11:00 a.m.
Athletic Director: Commissioner Aaron Kelly noticed in Athletic Director Jason Schlieben’s report mention of the budget break down for the Coon Creek Classic race this year. Schlieben asks if the minimal amount of money the park district makes on the race is worth the time staff members put into planning it when the time could be spent on other programs that do not have the risk involved as this year the rail lines were not accommodating to the race this year to have the train stopped and may result in needing to find a new race route next year. Kelly said the park district should always hold the race.
Program Supervisor: Program Supervisor Stephanie Weber invited Commissioner’s Arlene Larmon, Eileen Fleury and Betsy Gross to attend the annual NISRA Women’s Golf Outing at Randall Oaks Golf Club on September 20th.

Extended Care Supervisor: Extended Care Supervisor Jeannie Howle reported that as of Monday, August 15th there are 81 children registered for the new school year’s Extended Care program. On the first day of school 41 children attended the program and on the seconded day of school 43 children attended. The extended care participation number at Hampshire Elementary School has increased significantly from the previous school year.
