New Business: Eileen Fleury made a motion to publish the required legal notice for the proposed FY13 Levy in the newspapers and to hold the required public hearing on December 21st, 2011 at 5:45pm. Seconded by Betsy Gross. Motion passed by 4 Ayes, 0 Nays, 0 Abstain
Financial Director Patti Prill requested a motion to adopt the resolution to allow transfer of investment funds from Illinois Park District Liquid Asset Fund (IPDLAF) to Illinois Institutional Investors Trust (IIIT). IPDLAF has merged with IIIT. Prill spoke with Tom Chapman and Chapman assured Prill that the merge is good and will strengthen investments while keeping costs down. Betsy Gross made a motion to approve transfer of funds from IPDLAF to IIIT. Motion seconded by Eileen Fleury. Motion passed by 4 Ayes, 0 Nays, 0 Abstain. The Commissioners signed documents necessary for transfers.
Executive Director Robert Whitehouse received a letter from Ralph Seyller Park neighbor Fran Crater whose dog was recently attacked by an unleashed dog at the park. Crater requests that we strongly enforce that all dogs be leashed at the park and feces be picked up by owners. Whitehouse explained The Park District’s Ordinance Regulating the Use of Parks clearly states that all dogs must be leashed and picked up after. Whitehouse and Athletic/Safety Director, Jason Schlieben will meet with Brian Thompson of the Hampshire Police Department to discuss how the police can help us strongly enforce the ordinance. Whitehouse is sure with police enforcement and a few tickets handed out dog owners will obey.
