Director’s Report: Executive Director Robert Whitehouse reported the meeting with the park district’s financial advisors, Linda Matkowski and Tom Chapman, has been rescheduled for October 20th. Whitehouse is meeting with Matkowski and Chapman to prepare the presentation for the November 2nd Working Board Meeting. Whitehouse expressed to the Board that it is critical to hold the November 2nd meeting.
Whitehouse also reported that the park district returned $7,900 back the Illinois Department of Natural Resources in unused money from the grant the park district received this summer to employ 4 teenagers. Whitehouse hopes the grant will be offered next summer. The park district was able to complete a few projects that may have not been completed if we weren’t able to hire the teenagers. Whitehouse hopes the grant will be available next summer again.

Director of Youth Education: Director of Youth Education Rosemary Kesse invited the Board to the Preschool Open House on October 20th. The two girls that were hired from the IDNR grant prepared for the open house. The October 20th Open House will mark the third Open House since the preschool opened, those who attend will participate in a Bingo game and receive prizes. The preschool students are excited. 
Finance/Human Resources Director: Finance/ Human Resource Director Patti Prill reported that there are eight participants for the fall PDRMA Wellness Program. Prill reported that September’s dual control adjustments have been made and balanced. Prill also reported that Auditor, Paul King will be attending the November 2nd Working Board Meeting.
Athletic Director: Athletic Director Jason Schlieben reported that the weather has been great for the soccer and flag football season, tonight was the first night of cancellations due to the weather.
