Staff Reports:

Preschool Director: Preschool Director Rosemary Kesse reported that the school year

was off and running. She emphasized that her favorite time of the day was the time she

spends in the morning teaching her pre-K class. While enrollment is down this year,

things are running smoothly.

Finance/Human Resources Director: Finance/Human Resources Director Patti Prill

invited/challenged Commissioners to participate in the PDRMA 10,000 Steps to Good

Health Challenge. Deadline to participate is September 17th. She hopes to have enough

interest to hold Commissioners v. Staff competition. Participants will receive pedometers

to track daily steps and belt clips to hold water bottles.

Extended Care Supervisor: Extended Care Supervisor Jeannie Howle reported things

are off to a good start. Director Whitehouse explained that Howle is dealing with a

challenging situation and has enlisted the aid of the inclusion specialist from NISRA and

the PDRMA attorney to assist the Park District in providing service to this child.

Recess:

Greg Stebbins called a recess at 6:15 p.m. for the Commissioners and Director

Whitehouse to drive to Bruce Ream Park to view the as yet not repaired damage from the

Coon Creek Festival. The Board expressed concern that the damage has not been

repaired as promised and the event was completed more than six weeks ago. Whitehouse

shared that he also took Eric Palm, Village of Hampshire Administrator, to the park to

observe the conditions. Stebbins re-convened the Board at 6:40 p.m.

Director’s Report: Whitehouse reported on a meeting he had with Eric Palm. Palm

gave him an update on the Crown Community Development. The recent purchase of the

bonds by the Village and Crown enables Crown to keep the project viable. One change

in the annexation agreement is Crown is no longer required, but may, construct the

planned community centers and pools. If they do not, the land will remain open space.

The Village Attorney is working with Art Zwemke, Robert Arthur Land Development,

Palm, and Whitehouse to draft a Letter of Agreement between the Village and the Park

District to clarify transfer of land titles and cash contributions to the Park District from

the Hampshire Grove development. Whitehouse explained that both boards will have to

approve the agreement and when it is ready for discussion he will bring it to the Board.

Whitehouse informed the Board he will prepare a letter in October to the Village for

President Fleury to sign requesting Impact Fees be released to make the December 1st,

2010 debt certificate payment.

Whitehouse informed the Board that Palm will be leaving the Village at the end of

October as he has accepted the manager position in River Forest, Illinois.

Whitehouse shared the timetable with the Board for the April 5, 2011 Consolidated

Election. He explained that nomination packets will be available on Tuesday, September

21st, 2010 which is the first day petitions can be circulated. President Fleury and

Commissioner Whaley currently hold the seats on the Board that are up for election on

April 5th, 2011. The filing window for nominating petitions is December 13-20, 2010.

Whitehouse suggested the Board use the October 6th, 2010 Working Board Meeting to

discuss the expiring contract with Hampshire Little League for use of fields owned by the

Park District. Stebbins requested that the Board also discuss Coon Creek’s use of Bruce

Ream Park on October 6th. The Board concurred with both suggestions.
