Director’s Report:  Executive Director Robert Whitehouse reminded the Board of the Annual Meeting on May 19th to elect officers and make appointments to the Board Standing Committees. 
Whitehouse recommends establishing an account with balance of $25, 000 for capital repairs within the Capital Fund. The capital repairs account money will be set aside for unexpected repairs that are not allocated for in the budget. Whitehouse suggests transferring left over account balances to the capital repairs account to begin the goal of reaching the $25, 000 balance. Balances would be transferred from the Capital Projects Fund after completing the tennis and basketball courts at Ralph Seyller Memorial Park, balances remaining in utilities and vandalism accounts and transition fees would be deposited until the $25, 000 balance is reached. Each department will prepare a repair lists to be prioritized for the FY12 budget planning.
