Presentation of FY10 Audit:  Auditor Paul King presented the FY10 Audit at the meeting. King explained areas of the audit in more detail. President Eileen Fleury acknowledged receipt of the FY10 Audit and Commissioners and Staff thanked Paul for attending the meeting.

New Business:  Mark Walther of Hampshire SC, a girls travel soccer team, was in attendance and requested use of the park district’s lacrosse field at Seyller Park for the travel league in the fall of 2011. Walther has provided the park district with a proposal for renovating the field to make it more suitable for play. Whitehouse suggests accepting the renovation proposal and have renovation costs absorbed by the soccer league in exchange for free field rental in 2011. The board directed Whitehouse to proceed with renovation proposal in exchange of free field rental for soccer league in 2011.
Director’s Report:  Whitehouse and staff have been reviewing Park District 2010 Goal #3: Ensure that administration of the Park District is effective, well managed, customer friendly and provides a creative work environment for staff. Whitehouse will be making recommendations to the Board regarding appropriate staffing levels and compensation. A 5 Year Staffing Strategic Plan will be the topic of discussion during Executive Session at the next working board meeting on Wednesday, September 1st. 
Staff Reports:

Preschool Director:  Preschool Director Rosemary Kesse stated the preschool facility held very successful and well attended summer camps this summer. Kesse brought the summer camps name paper chain as a visual to show just how many children attended camps. Kesse had every child attending summer camp write their name on a piece of paper to be connected to the paper chain all summer long and it was hung from the ceiling during camps. Kesse couldn’t provide an exact number of fall pre-kindergarten and preschool participants as numbers fluctuate everyday. Kesse will give a better update of fall registration numbers at the September Board meeting. Kesse has been leading staff orientations. 
Finance/Human Resources Director:  Finance/Human Resources Director Patti Prill invited Commissioners to Staff Orientation and lunch on Friday, September 3rd at 11:00 a.m. Prill will be attending a meeting for the next PDRMA wellness program on September 14th. The next wellness program be titled 10, 000 steps and participants will receive pedometers to track daily steps and belt clips to hold water bottles.

Extended Care Supervisor:  Extended Care Supervisor Jeannie Howle has 70 children registered for the Extended Care Program at Hampshire and Gary D. Wright Elementary Schools. Howle received many late registrations for care and would like to visit the possibility of charging extra fees to those who register late.
Athletic Director:  Jason Schlieben, Athletic Director thanked staff for their help at the race. Schlieben has been comparing options for the possibility of purchasing an automated message system for the park district. Schlieben will continue comparing and Commissioner Eileen Fleury will research the possibility of partnering with the Hampshire Youth Football Association to use their messaging system and splitting the costs.
