WORKING BOARD MEETING MINUTES

December 1, 2010

Called to Order: At 6:01 p.m., President, Eileen Fleury called the Board Meeting to order on

Wednesday, December 1st, 2010.

Approval of Agenda: Rob Whaley made a motion to approve the agenda. The motion was

seconded by Arlene Larmon. Motion passed by 4 Ayes, 0 Nays, 0 Abstain

Director’s Report: President Eileen Fleury welcomed representatives from the Hampshire-Pingree Little League to the meeting and gave them background information on the Park District. She explained that the
unsuccessful referendum held in February, 2010 caused the Board to have to make difficult decisions including reducing staff and increasing program and facility rental fees. The Little League was represented by Jim Del Re, Aaron Kelly, Sue Berg, and Ryan Kriegel. Jim began the dialogue with the Board by distributing a spreadsheet showing the expenses the Little League incurred on the two fields at Bruce Ream Park that they had exclusive use of in 2010. The Board explained that while they certainly appreciated the improvements to the fields, they would not have made them if Little League hadn’t and therefore those dollars could not be viewed as “saving” the Park District expenses and used toward offsetting rental fees.Considerable discussion occurred between the Board and the Little League representatives. The Board informed the Little League that the rental fee for use of the fields is $42.50 per game (nonprofit rate). While this rate is subject to change each fiscal year beginning May 1st, the decision on rates is made in February. If they wanted exclusive use of the fields an additional charge

would need to be negotiated. Commissioner Arlene Larmon requested that Little League present a request/proposal to the Board by the end of the calendar year that the Board will then react to. Jim Del Re told the Board he thought that was possible and will share with the Little League Board the information from this meeting. President Eileen Fleury thanked the Little League representatives for participating in the meeting. Jim Del Re thanked the Board too and emphasized that they have had a long-standing positive relationship with the Park District Board and staff and hopes that will continue.

Adjournment: At 7:28 p.m. Commissioner Betsy Gross made a motion to adjourn. The motion

was seconded by Arlene Larmon. Motion passed 4 Ayes, 0 Nays, 0 Abstain.
