Director’s Report:  Commissioner Eileen Fleury gave an update on referendum work. Referendum committee member Darren Arndt has started a Facebook group in support of the referendum. Then group has the support of 110 Hampshire members to date. The referendum Hampshire Community meeting is scheduled for January 21st and will take place at Hampshire Elementary School. The referendum Committee has gathered roughly 14 volunteers to distribute referendum flyers to homes, 50 volunteers are needed to complete this effort in a timely matter. The Courier News has released a referendum article and Whitehouse has been contacted by the Daily Herald for a future article. Referendum flyers will be passed out during Movie Night at the Hampshire Elementary. Referendum information has been released through email blasts to families who participate in Hampshire Youth Football and Hampshire Little League. Referendum phone calls will be made January 31st – February 2nd. The referendum committee has collected donations to cover costs of printing the political brochures. Board President, Rob Whaley spoke informatively to the American Legion and the Hampshire Chamber of Commerce on the referendum. The board and staff discussed edits to be made to referendum outcome scenarios, pass/pass and fail/fail, to be included in future referendum informational presentations, this informational piece will help answer community questions. The board came to a consensus on edits. Whitehouse presented the FY11 budget calendar that will take effect on February 8th whether the referendum is successful or not.

Preschool Director: Rosemary Kesse reported calculated the preschool’s income for the calendar year. Reporter Jeannie Mayer wrote an article about the Women’s Service League’s Coat Drive for the newspaper with mention of the preschool efforts in collected coats.
