Athletic Director:  Schlieben reported that as of this meeting 150 runners are registered for the Coon Creek Classic Race. Mark Walther (head of a not for profit soccer league) has approached the park district to use our Lacrosse field for the soccer league. He would like to use our soccer goals and upgrade the field.
