WORKING BOARD MEETING MINUTES

June 1, 2011

Called to Order: At 6:05 p.m., Commissioners Eileen Fleury and Arlene Larmon were the only

commissioners in attendance and therefore this was not an official meeting.

Approval of Agenda: With no quorum the meeting continued with a tour of Bruce Ream Park.

Director’s Report:

Finance/Human Resources Director Patti Prill shared with the board her research on the use of

electricity by the Coon Creek Committee that is paid for by the Park District. Consensus was

that these costs need to be included on top of the rental fee in the contract for 2012 should the

committee wish to hold the festival at Bruce Ream Park again.

Executive Director Whitehouse led a tour of the park pointing out the key findings from the

Accessibility Audit conducted in accordance with Section 35.105 of Title II of the Federal

Americans with Disabilities Act. He asked for direction in order to complete the required

transition plan to remedy access deficits identified in the audit. The plan must be completed by

law no later than March 15, 2012 and will be presented to the board during the FY13 budgeting

process beginning in January, 2012.

Consensus was reached to include removal of the baseball fields most recently used by

Hampshire-Pingree Little League, the related fencing, benches and bleachers as well as the

basketball court in the middle of the park. These actions will therefore be part of the transition

plan and will remedy several of the access deficits identified in the audit.

The board requested staff explore options to deal with the flooding issues that are a result of the

park sitting in a floodplain. Executive Director Whitehouse will contact a civil engineer to make a

presentation to the board of the issues the floodplain creates and what could be done to correct

them.
