Director’s Report:  Executive Director Robert Whitehouse presented the draft FY11 budget for board review. Park district financial advisor will be in attendance at April 7th Working Meeting. As directed, Whitehouse has prepared a balanced FY11 budget with revenue increases and expenditure reductions. 
Whitehouse informed the board of the Coon Creek Country Days community meeting to be held on March 25th to discuss gathering volunteers for the possibility of holding the festival rather than cancelling. President Whaley  received a letter from the Village of Hampshire that was shared with the Board regarding the festival.  Nno action needs to be taken on the letter. Commissioner Eileen Fleury would like to volunteer for the festival as a community member and would like to revisit non for profit rental costs for the parks. The Board discussed current non for profit rates for parks, the Recreation Room and the Gary D. Wright Gym.

Preschool Director:  Rosemary Kesse reported that preschool registration for fall 2010 will open for non-residents and others. Saturday, May 1st the preschool will open for class registration also. The registration numbers for fall are very encouraging. 
In February Kesse met with pre-kindergarten parents to inform them how their children are being assessed through Illinois Standards. Kesse explained children are assessed in 9 categories. Parents also were able to give feedback and give suggestions on the program. Few suggested tuition cost is high.
