The repairs were not fixed in the timely manner by committee. In result, the park district sought help to begin repairs. The Park District will have the option of obtaining a 3 acre neighborhood park and a 25 acre park through this possible annexation. The park district is not obligated to take this land. Board President Eileen Fleury has sent a letter of request to the Village of Hampshire for the release of Impact Fees.

Preschool Director:  Preschool Director Rosemary Kesse reported her total enrollment at the preschool to date is at 79 students. Kesse’s staff are working together to share duties to meet the needs of the children on a smaller budget. Kesse’s new Kindergarten Connection program is running with 6 students.
Finance/Human Resources Director:  Finance/Human Resources Director Patti Prill reported that participating staff and commissioners are in the 3rd week of the Fall Step Program. Prill and Commissioner Greg Stebbins continue to work on sharing phone lines with the school district at Hampshire Elementary and Gary D. Wright Elementary Schools to save money. Prill and Stebbins met with School District 300 on sharing phone lines and received positive feedback.  
Program Supervisor:  Program Supervisor Stephanie Weber reported that registration for new Trunk or Treat event is well received with more than 200 registered so far. 25 trunks will be open to pass out candy to the participants at the event.
Athletic Director:  Athletic Director Jason Schlieben announced that he and his wife Michelle are now proud parents of a baby boy, Parker. 
Extended Care Supervisor:  Extended Care Supervisor Jeannie Howle expressed concerns with a child’s behavior who attends the Extended Care program at Gary D. Wright Elementary school. Documentation of the child’s behavior is being documented by staff.
