WORKING BOARD MEETING MINUTES

October 6, 2010

Called to Order: At 6:03 p.m., President, Eileen Fleury called the Board Meeting to

order on Wednesday, October 6th, 2010.

Approval of Agenda: Rob Whaley made a motion to approve the agenda with the

addition of III-C, Grant opportunity. The motion was seconded by Betsy Gross. Motion

passed by 3 Ayes, 0 Nays, 0 Abstain

Director’s Report: The Board discussed the fact that we are now more than two months

past the end of the Coon Creek Festival and Bruce Ream Park was still not repaired as

promised by the committee in charge of the festival. The Board discussed the impact on

our soccer program this fall due to the condition of the park. The Board concluded that a

contract for next year with the Coon Creek Committee should include a deadline by

which repairs are to be completed or the Park District will have the repairs made. If that

occurs the Coon Creek Committee will be required to pay the repair bill prior to

receiving a permit for the following year festival. The Board may also require a deposit

as part of a new contract.

The Board discussed the current field use agreement they have with Hampshire Little

League. As a result of policy and fee changes made in February, 2010 for use of Park

District facilities, the Board directed Whitehouse to prepare a letter of termination of the

current agreement with the Little League for their action on October 20, 2010. The letter

is to include an explanation as to actions the Board took in February, 2010 so, Little

League can determine what direction(s) they want to go.

Rob Whaley presented a grant opportunity through Motorola that deals with public

safety. He offered to do the leg work necessary to complete the application as long as

there was Board concurrence with his proposal. The Board concurred and thought his

idea of a free bullying program offered through the Park District and taught by Kim’s

Black Belt Academy was a worthwhile objective.

Adjournment: At 6:45 p.m. Commissioner Betsy Gross made a motion to adjourn. The

motion was seconded by Rob Whaley. Motion passed 3 Ayes, 0 Nays, 0 Abstain.
